to midnight, May 1-Sept. 15. Motor vehicles are allowed
year-round between the Peter Iredale access point and the
Gearhart beach ramp. Maximum speed is 25 mph.

Smoking in Oregon State Parks is allowed only in personal vehicles, RVs,
campsites and portions of day use parks along state highways that are
designated as safety rest areas by the Oregon Department of Transportation.

Visiting for the Day?

Fort Stevens State Park requires a day-use permit year-round
to park in the Coffenbury Lake Day-use Area and at the
Historic Military Site. You'll need to display either a daily
permit, a 12- or 24-month permit, an Oregon Pacific Coast
Passport, or your camping receipt. Your camping receipt
serves as a daily permit for the days you are registered.

You may purchase a daily permit from vending machines

in several locations throughout the park. The 12- and
24-month passes are sold at major state park offices.
